Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner reported a joint Press Release went out from Emergency Management, Road Commission and Sheriff Department on winter preparedness.  There will be a table top exercise on Friday, December 9 at 9:00 AM.  An operation center orientation will follow the exercise at approximately 10:30 AM and Mr. Miner expects to be finished by 11:30 AM.
Roland Stoy of the Daily Reporter asked how the National Emergency Alert test went.  Mr. Miner said it went well.  The test did have a few problems in places but he has not seen a final report.  Mr. Miner said thank you to the press for getting the information out to our citizens about the test.  

LifeCare Report
The October 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 174, late responses 25 for 85.6% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 130, Citizen Assistance Calls 0, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 78 and Public Service/Event Coverage 21. Mr. Miner introduced Dave Slifka as the new Operations Manager/Personnel to LifeCare.  Mr. Slifka gave a brief background of his past experience.

Court Reports  No report.
Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon has talked with Bishop Swartz (Amish order North of Quincy) regarding the possibility of a buggy ordinance.  Bishop Swartz seemed agreeable and said they would be willing to cooperate and talk with us about an ordinance.  Sheriff Canon is going to get the LaGrange County Indiana Ordinance to review.

The 2012 Budget has been difficult and time-consuming.  They are down to a $31,000.00 deficit and this is removing all part-time employees.  Sheriff Canon advised this will impact the Corrections staff and he foresees issues and problems without the assistance of part-time staff.  The Board had approved the hire of one part-time employee but Sheriff said he decided it was not fair to bring someone on staff for six weeks and then let them go due to budget issues.  Sheriff Canon appreciates the Board’s authorization of the position but he will not fill at this time.  Commissioner Vrablic asked Sheriff Canon if they are covering with overtime now.  Sheriff Canon said they are and the budget seems to be holding.  

Sheriff Canon said last week the female inmates made up approximately 30% of the jail population.  Sheriff said he will also be reducing the Marine Patrol budget further in 2012.

Safety Committee Report  No report.
Car – Deer Accident Report.  

Sheriff Canon said there were 80 car-deer accidents within the first 14 days of November.  The total car-deer accidents in Branch County totaled 131.  The amount of damage has averaged from $3,000 - $4,000.  If you calculate the financial impact, that is approximately $250,000 for the 80 accidents or $400,000 for the total for the county.

Commissioner Swift asked if Sheriff Canon knew how much revenue would be generated if there is an ordinance for the Amish buggies.  Sheriff Canon said he could come up with a rough estimate.

Sheriff Canon said there were 8 car-deer accidents within the first 14 days of November.  The total car-deer accidents in Branch County totaled 131.  
Employee Recognition.

There are three people who will be recognized for their service to Branch County (Mike Gatke-30 Years, Jim Holt – 25 Years, both with the Sheriff Department, and Jennifer Galloway – 20 Years with the Friend of the Court.  Administrator Norman said we will invite them to attend the December 13th Board Meeting.
